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1. Shopping with a Personal Stylist
Before a session I send my client a questionnaire to fill out so I can establish their “fashion” needs and prepare for our session together by visiting stores before the appointment. On the actual day, initially we meet for a coffee and a chat to discuss the answers from the questionnaire in more detail and plan our movements for the session. Then to the shopping! We visit stores depending on the client’s personal style, sourcing items to complement their existing wardrobe and injecting classic or fashion elements, depending on the needs of the individual. I work within the client's budget, combining High Street "must haves" with classic investment pieces, advising on the current trends and on how to work them with the client's personal style to create a unique and individual look. Suggestions on hair and make-up may also be given.

2. Wardrobe Cleanse

A wardrobe cleanse will usually take 3 to 4 hours but this is obviously dependent on the size of a client’s wardrobe!

Working together with my client, we decide which items to edit by trying on and discussing each item individually. I talk through past purchases to understand the client’s previous shopping history, whilst re-arranging the wardrobe in a clear and logical manner. I then offer advice on missing key items and where to buy them and inform the client on how to work their existing wardrobe more effectively.

3. Back to Basics:

An exclusive service at Style Struck™ is Personal Shopping for beginners. This trip is for clients who have been out of the fashion game for a while - and who want guidance in updating the basics.

This package can be for up to 3 clients at a time and focuses on regaining confidence and adapting current fashions to suit personal style. Suggestions on hair and make-up will also be given. My task is to re-introduce the idea that fashion is fun and that by making some very simple changes the client will feel totally revamped.

4. Make-over day

This package is perfect for someone who doesn’t have much time and needs a quick over-haul. I visit the client’s home and go through their wardrobe to ascertain their existing style and to find items that can stay or go. The strengths and weaknesses of the wardrobe are assessed, while notes are made of which items need to be replaced or purchased to make the wardrobe more complete. After this, we head to the shops and spend the rest of the day replacing items and adding new pieces to the client’s wardrobe, depending on their style and budget.

5. Express styling service

Before a session I send my client a questionnaire to fill out so I can establish their “fashion” needs and prepare for our session together by visiting stores before the appointment. As we’re only together for a short time, we need to be very focused in our approach to enable us to get shopping ASAP.

We visit stores depending on the client’s personal style, sourcing items to complement their existing wardrobe and injecting classic or fashion elements, depending on the needs of the individual.

I work within the client's budget, advising on the current trends and on how to work 

them with the client's personal style to create a unique and individual look.

6. Wedding dress shopping

Prior to the session, I get my clients to fill out a questionnaire to find out their size and colouring, favourite styles and shopping habits. This is especially important when wedding dress shopping as it’s potentially the most you’ll ever spend on a dress. I would usually meet up with the client for an initial consultation so I can get a further understanding of how they would like to look on their big day. We will go through images and different styles to narrow down the search.

Before the shopping trip I visit appropriate shops to locate dresses and accessories to show the client on the day, depending on their style and budget. As booking appointments to view dresses can be a very time-consuming and stressful process, I aim to remove this stress from my clients by booking appointments for them. On the actual day we meet up for an initial chat so we can discuss any further ideas that the bride may have and we then visit stores depending on which dresses have been located prior to the session.
